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Abstract

Post-inflammatory hyperpigmentation is the most benign cause of brownish discolorations of the skin. For this reason it has

been little researched. In times of increasing treatments in the field of cosmetic medicine and simultaneous increased attention

to the issue of skin cancer, a lack of knowledge may lead to over-treatment of post-inflammatory skin lesions.
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
