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Abstract

Based on an analysis of anonymized medical records from four hospitals in Asia and Africa, we succeeded in identifying

symptoms typical for narcolepsy (with cataplexy) that are regularly overlooked because they are masked by the two severe

leading symptoms. Our results do not differ between primary and secondary cases of narcolepsy.
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
