Collodion Baby in a Sudanese patient

Abstract
The aim of my clinical image is to recall this rare dermatological condition and to highlight instructions to follow in treatment and proper management of the complications that can arise.

Clinical image
Collodion baby (CB) is a congenital condition characterized by the presence of a cellophane-like membrane covering the baby's body. Here, we describe a case of Collodion neonate; the outcome of spontaneous normal vaginal delivery to a 25 years old primigravida mother at 34 weeks gestational age.
A term male neonate delivered with a birth weight of 2.56 kg (appropriate for gestational age), length of 53 cm, and head circumference of 33 cm. There is no history of consanguinity between parents. On examination, vital signs were within normal levels and Apgar score was normal 7/9/9 at 1, 5, and 10 minutes respectively. Detailed physical examination showed diffuse erythematous skin lesion with collodion membrane covering the whole body, eversion of the eyelids and lips, and hands edema (figure1). He was admitted to the nursery intensive care unit department and managed by adequate humidification in an incubator, proper fluid and electrolytes replacement, and close monitoring for his vital signs.
CB is an extremely rare dermatological condition inherited as autosomal recessive and it is secondary to a disorder of cornification [1]. To avoid serious complications such as dehydration, electrolyte imbalances, and sepsis; close monitoring and special care to the skin is needed.
